Submit your Original FY 2011-12 Title V SCSEP Budget form (CDA 35), incorporating the amounts 
shown in your Original Contract Budget Display, electronically to your assigned Fiscal Team 
Specialist’s Title V fiscal e-mailbox.  Budgets need to be sent as soon as possible, but no later than 
30 days from the date of this PM.   
 
Expenditure Reports and Requests for Funds 
 
To report expenditures and request funds, AAAs will continue use the Title V SCSEP Monthly 
Expenditure Report and Requests for Funds form (CDA 29). CDA will not process payments for  
FY 2011-12 until your Original FY 2011-12 Budget is approved and the Original Contract fully 
executes.
